S’Jmtdvadhdni R Ganesh (b. 1962, Kolar) is one of India's
foremost Sanskrit poets and scholars. He writes and
lectures extensively on various subjects pertaining to
India and Indian cultural heritage.

He is a master of the ancient art of avadhana, a classical
literary art that involves multitasking and extempore versification,
where he faces a group of eight (astavadhana) or hundred
(Satavadhana) questioners. Ganesh performs avadhana in Kannada,
Sanskrit, Telugu, and Prakrit (he is credited with reviving the art of
avadhana in Kannada.) Thus far, he has performed over a thousand
astavadhanas and five satavadhanas. He is fluent in several languages
including Sanskrit, Pali, Prakrit, Latin, Greek, Italian, Telugu, Tamil,
Kannada, Hindi, and Marathi. His abiding interest is in the fields of
Indian literature, culture, Vedic studies, philosophy, science, arts, and
history. He is initiated into the nuances of poetics, prosody, grammar,
music, dance, theatre, and other plastic arts. His specialized interests
are in the study of Indian values and aesthetics.

Ganesh holds a bachelor's degree in Mechanical Engineering and a
master's degree in Materials Science and Metallurgy as well as in
SansKrit. Hampi University awarded him a D. Litt. for his thesis, 'The Art
of Avadhana in Kannada.' Tumkur University awarded him an honorary
doctorate (D. Litt.)

Ganesh has taught at R V College of Engineering and M S Ramaiah
Institute of Technology as lecturer of engineering; at Bharataiya Vidya
Bhavan, Bengaluru, as the Director of Sanskrit Studies; at IGNCA (SRC),
Bengaluru, as Research Officer; at Jain University as the Dean of the
Human Values Cell; at International Academy of Creative Teaching,
Karnataka Sanskrit University,and NIMHANS as Visiting Professor.

He has authored over seventy books in Kannada, Sanskrit, and English
and written hundreds of research articles. Almost 15,000 hours of his
lectures covering a vast range of subjects connected with the Indian
cultural heritage are available.

He is recipient of several awards and recognitions including the
Karnataka state's Rajyotsava Award and the Badarayana-Vyasa
Puraskar from the President of India for his contribution to the Sanskrit

language.
